Deck and main entrance.
Main Center - LED lights which can be dimmed.
Five each of the long and round tables.
Park - repair pavers (about $10K).

e Pool - New covers (2020) and new caulking (about $5K). Heaters have been replaced.

e Boy Scouts Eagle Project - Two new projects. Continue retaining wall on Rolph Avenue
North and South up to the entrance to the park.
